The institute was founded in 1973 its aim being to enable foreigners and Arab expatriates to study classical Arabic using modern methods and special programs to provide them with the essential skills of the language ( listening ,conversation ,reading and writing) during a specified period with the easiest methods. All that is to encourage the students to continue studying in order to explore Arab issues and the Arab heritage and civilization from their original sources and to show them the human aspects of Arab civilization as well as to strengthen the human links between Arabic speakers and non-Arabic speakers in order to achieve cultural encounters between them.

                                                                             System of Study

The institute follows a system of sessions. Three sessions are held each year with each session lasting three and a half months as per the following timetable:

Session 1st: Winter session. Start of Session from   1st, October—15th, January. The Registration Period will be start from  27th,September—7th,October. Session Fees:15000 Syrian Lira( about 350$) for all nationalities; 5000 Syrian Lira for Syrian expatriates.  The placement text start from 27th, September—7th, October.
Session 2nd: Winter session. Start of session from 1st, February—15th, May. The Registration Period will be start from 27th, January—7th, February. Session Fees: 15000 Syrian Lira for all nationalities; 5000 Syrian lira for Syrian expatriates.  The placement text start from 27th, January—7th, February.
Summer Session: Start of Session from 1st, June—15th, September. The Registration Period will be start from 27th, May—7th, June. Session Fees: 17500 Syrian Lira(about 400$) for all nationalities; 6000 Syrian Lira for Syrian expatriates. The placement text start from 27th, May—7th, June.
Note:
1. A registration fee of 500 Syrian lira applies to new students.

2. The institute does not return registration fees after registration is completed and the fees are paid into the bank.

3. The institute holds examinations after registration for new students (and students who have been away for two consecutive sessions) to determine their level. Students must pay 300 Syrian lira for this examination. However, students registering directly for the beginners’ level classes do not need to sit this examination.

4. The dates of the sessions and the session fees may be subject to amendment.

Daily Timetable:

1. Lessons are held from 9am—12.30pm.

2. Lessons are held five days a week from Sunday—Thursday.

3. The institute’s weekend is on Friday and Saturday.

4. Students must attend no less than 80% of classes in order to take the final examinations.
